Dilation/Optomap Consent Form

Thank you for choosing Ragsdale Vision Center as your healthcare provider. We ask that you carefully read and sign this form to acknowledge your understanding of our eye dilation policies.

What is Optomap/dilation?

These procedures allow for a thorough examination of the internal health of your eyes.
Without one of these procedures, physicians may only see 30% or less of the eye’s interior surface.

Why is it necessary?

It is necessary in order to detect and treat eye diseases such as cataracts, glaucoma, macular degeneration, and diabetes. 
*Optomap imaging allows your doctor to view everything a normal dilation does, but without the inconvenient side effects of dilation drops.

How long does the normal dilation lasts?

Your eyes will typically be dilated and blurry for a total of 4-6 hours.

What precautions are necessary after the normal dilation?

After dilation, your eyes may be light sensitive and slightly blurry at distance. Your eyes may also be very blurry at near vision after dilation. The degree of light sensitivity and blurriness varies among patients. While most patients can drive without any additional assistance, we do recommend that you call a friend or family member if you feel unsafe to drive.
